Congratulations on your decision to attend Worcester State University. I am certain that your experiences, both academically and athletically will be excellent.
The link to our online software is on our website (www.wsulancers.com) under athletic training and must be completed in order for you to compete in intercollegiate athletics this season. 
The NCAA is now requiring all member institutions to confirm each student athlete's sickle cell trait status (SCTS).  ALL student athletes must provide documented proof of their SCTS prior to participating (this includes practices, contests and conditioning). 
Along with the online pre-participation information, sickle cell trait status and insurance paperwork, you are required to submit an updated physical within 6 months of participation. Physicals are required for all new and transfer athletes. You must obtain a physical from your own physician indicating that you have received a basic physical evaluation and are cleared to participate in athletics.  If you have already sent an updated physical to Worcester State Health Services please let me know and once you arrive on campus you will need to obtain a copy your physical from their office.  
Also if you are currently being treated for ADD/ADHD you must have your doctor complete the form located on the athletic training website.

Online submissions are due by August 1, 2016. Any submission after that date does not guarantee participation clearance.

Insurance for the 2016-2017 Academic Year

Because of a change in NCAA Policy beginning July 1, 2005, all Worcester State student-athletes must provide evidence of insurance that includes coverage for athletically – related injuries.  This is a pre-requisite for practice and competition.  No student will be allowed to participate in any way until such evidence of current insurance coverage is on file with the Worcester State Department of Athletics.  The enclosed Acknowledgement of Insurance Requirements form and an insurance card, or photocopy of both sides, must be on file before a student can participate. Students can upload their insurance card directly to the on-line software. 
Insurance coverage must have a limit of at least $90,000 and cover athletically related injuries.  If your insurance does not meet these requirements, Worcester State University offers Blue Cross Blue Shield healthcare plan to students. This plan meets the minimum policy limit of $90,000. 
Worcester State will assume no responsibility whatsoever for the payment of, or authorization to pay medical expenses resulting from injuries that occur while participating in intercollegiate athletics at Worcester State.

If you have questions regarding the terms of your coverage, you should contact your insurance company immediately.  Please be sure to note if there are any exclusions in your policy regarding athletically- related injuries.

The NCAA’s Catastrophic Injury Insurance Program covers student-athletes who are catastrophically injured while participating in a covered intercollegiate athletic activity (subject to all policy terms and conditions).  The policy has a $90,000 deductible.  This coverage does not qualify as the basic coverage required for participation in athletics at Worcester State.  It is supplemental coverage in the event of a catastrophic injury.  More information on this program can be found on the NCAA’s web-site at www.ncaa.org.
